
(Tree)House Rules 

 (thank you!) 
 

1. All children MUST be accompanied by an adult in the Treehouse at all 

times. 

 

2.  Please ensure that your shoes are dry and not muddy before playing in the 

Treehouse.  Proper footwear is required.  No bare feet, socked feet or high 

heels. 

 

3.  The toddler area is for the use of Under 5s.  Little ones must wear shoes in 

the toddler area. 

 

4. No loose clothing, especially clothing with strings or cords.  Clothing may not 

be tied to equipment or be used as support. 

 

5. Please keep food and drinks, in the eating area only. Absolutely no food or 

drink on the play equipment.  Please do not take picnics into the Treehouse, 

these can be eaten outside. 

 

6. Please do not bring outdoor toys into the Treehouse (sticks, bats, balls, 

buckets, spades, ropes, frisbees etc). 

 

7. The play equipment is for everyone: children are expected to play 

cooperatively (taking turns and sharing the equipment).  No tackling, tagging, 

pushing, shoving, grabbing, pulling, knocking down, tripping, throwing or 

jumping on one another! 

 

8. Children may not climb the nets attached to walkways. 

 

9. Slides:  please go one at a time, and wait until the person before you has 

finished sliding.  Do not run or climb up the slide. 

 

10. Absolutely no stunts or “fancy tricks”! 

 

11. Please let a member of staff know immediately if a child is sick, has a    

toilet accident, or if there is any other dirt on or near play equipment. 

 

12. Church Farm staff have authority to remove any child from the 

Treehouse at their discretion.
